“APICS Southwest District Student Case Competition 2011 Winners!”
  

40 students from 7 different schools competed as 13 teams in the 5th Annual Student Case Competition hosted by the Southwest District of APICS during the February 11-12, 2011 district meetings in San Diego, CA. As in previous years, there were 2 separate divisions – a graduates and an undergraduates. 10 teams competed in the undergraduate division, and 3 teams in the graduate division.

Students were given a current supply chain case at 9 a.m. on Friday morning.  They had 9 hours to turn in a solution proposal paper (2 pages) and an 8 minute presentation slide deck.  They then presented their proposals to a team of 6 judges who selected the top 2 teams from each division to compete in a final round of judging the next day. The oral judges for the final round were the chapter leaders of the Southwest District APICS chapters. 

The case was a current real world consumer products company that is struggling with consumer loyalty, brand recognition, under developed workforce, and cash flow problems. The students were told to make recommendations to the executives of the company on ways to address their problems.  Solutions were judged on presentation, cost, and viability as well as leveraging current APICS body of knowledge.  Teams competed for cash awards and recognition among their peers.  Additionally, the 1st place undergraduate team was awarded a guaranteed entrance into the APICS 2011 Scholars Program and transportation to the APICS International Conference in Pittsburgh, PA on October 23-25, 2011.
